He stated they were able to 
provide 4,000 lbs of food to the local churches for consumption.  They also created a 
garden for the folks at embassy to grow their own produce. 

Council asked if he was able to work with farmers market and senior center.  Jerry 
was open to the ideas, just look for ways to make it work. 

 

Council thanked Jerry and his teams for their passion and commitment to the 
community.

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Sergeant Bluff Safe Routes/Complete Streets Coalition Recommendation 
 

The Coalition has considered the following updates to the City ordinances and request comments from the 
Planning and Zoning Commission to be presented to City Council March 13, 2018.  (Items in black are being 
requested – red font items are commentary to describe why the item is being requested.) 
 

 
Planning and Zoning comments for Council: 
 

a. Mixed comments from the group - half don’t’ like it and think additional footage is 25% more cost to 
install and more work to remove snow and would be added burden to the homeowners; half think it 
is needed for couples walking or people with strollers, not just ADA.  Question was whether an 
existing 4 ft sidewalk needed repaired would it go back to 5 feet.  We said the intent is only for new 
subdivisions in 2017 or later, existing subdivisions would remain 4 feet – should clarify 

b. General consensus to add; questioned what it meant – described to them mainly utility fixtures like 
valves, manholes, hydrants, etc. 

c. General consensus to move forward – questioned whether we had this already – told them Council 
can direct any sidewalk be placed but it is important also to have some written restrictions that staff 
can implement.  Jake explained that Sioux City is also working on this (Whispering Creek) but has 
been throwing around a percentage.  Jake explained that the group recommends the number rather 
than a percentage as it is easier to enforce.  P&Z liked the path we were going as some areas in 
Settlers Point have two homeowners purchasing a lot in between and not putting in a 
sidewalk.  They liked the idea of having the developer notify of land sales.  The requirement for 
installation within 1 year was liked, but one commissioner was concerned that having a sidewalk 
with construction of a house to follow would be burden when replacement of the walk is inevitable. 

Update sidewalk ordinance and subdivision ordinance 
a. Any new sidewalk installations required at 5ft. instead of 4ft. (136.08 5A & 170.11 4); applies 

only to residential subdivisions developed in 2017 or later.  ADA standard is 5 feet width every 
200 feet; other communities (Ames, Sioux City) are requiring 5 feet; this would only apply to 
new subdivisions starting with Serenity Point.  The Council has already directed the Serenity 
Point Developer to install 5 feet wide ramps at the intersections. 

b. Also under 136.08 include a statement that all sidewalk and curb ramps must be free of 
barriers or hazards that obstruct the pathway. Language that is not in our code that should be 
for ADA purposes. 

c. New Developments (Residential): requirement: 5 lots or less left to be sold, the developer has 
one year to install remaining sidewalks. Once any lot is sold, the lot must have a sidewalk 
installed within 1 year. This will be added to the developer agreement. The developer must 
notify the city when a lot is sold.  This has come from handful of complaints at Settler’s Point 
where many lots are developed and there are gaps in the sidewalks due to open lots.  Some 
of the lots have been purchased by homebuilders who are “sitting” on the properties to 
either re-sell or build later.  City Council can notify a property owner, by code, to have any 
sidewalk be installed, but this language allows a trigger point that staff can use and not 
burden Council. 

d. Add sidewalks/trails to the list of things that should be included in the contents of preliminary 
plat (170.15) in the subdivision ordinance.  This additional language will make sure the 
sidewalks/trails are front and center in initial development discussions.  Existing staff 
understands the importance, but permanent language will be useful for the future staff.  
170.15.10 lists pedestrian ways and easements, but would like to see the proposed 
sidewalks/trails with widths and materials shown on the plat as well. 
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(it was not mentioned, but by having the sidewalk in place it will help us to limit the access points 
during construction which is a good thing.) 

d. General consensus to add; any way to increase awareness of sidewalks early in the prelim plat 
process is better for the City.

right to remove the same at any time during the Term, whether or not said items are considered fixtures 
and attachments to real property under applicable laws.  If the time for removal causes LESSEE to remain 
on the Premises after termination of the Supplement, LESSEE shall pay rent at the then-existing monthly 
rate, or on the existing monthly pro-rata basis if based upon a longer payment term, until such time as 
the removal of the antenna structure, fixtures and all personal property are completed. 

13. RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL (COMMUNICATIONS EASEMENT).  If LESSOR elects during the 
Term of any Supplement to grant to a third party by easement or other legal instrument an interest in 
that portion of the Property and/or Poles occupied by LESSEE, or a larger portion thereof, for the purpose 
of operating and maintaining communications facilities or the management thereof, with or without an 
assignment of the Supplement to that third party, LESSEE shall have the right of first refusal to meet any 
third-party offer of transfer on the terms and conditions of that offer, or by effectuating a transaction 
with substantially equivalent financial terms.  If LESSEE fails to meet the third-party offer within thirty (30) 
days after written notice thereof from LESSOR, which notice must include a copy of the third-party offer, 
LESSOR may grant the easement or interest in the Property, or portion thereof, to the third party in 
accordance with the terms and conditions of the third-party offer.  

14. RIGHTS UPON SALE.  If, at any time during the Term of any Supplement, LESSOR decides:  
(i) to sell or transfer all or any part of the Property or the Poles thereon to a purchaser other than LESSEE, 
or (ii) to grant to a third party by easement or other legal instrument an interest in that portion of the 
Property occupied by LESSEE, or a larger portion thereof, for the purpose of operating and maintaining 
communications facilities or the management thereof, that sale or grant of an easement or interest 
therein shall be subject to the Supplement, and any such purchaser or transferee must recognize LESSEE's 
rights hereunder and under the terms of the affected Supplement(s).  If LESSOR completes any such sale, 
transfer, or grant described in this Paragraph without executing an assignment of the Supplement in which 
the third party agrees in writing to assume all obligations of LESSOR under the Supplement, then LESSOR 
shall not be released from its obligations to LESSEE under the Supplement, and LESSEE shall have the right 
to look to LESSOR and the third party for the full performance of the Supplement. 

15. QUIET ENJOYMENT AND REPRESENTATIONS.  LESSOR covenants that LESSEE, on paying 
the rent and performing the covenants herein and in a Supplement, shall peaceably and quietly have, hold 
and enjoy the Premises.  LESSOR represents and warrants to LESSEE as of the execution date of each 
Supplement, and covenants during the Term, that LESSOR is seized of good and sufficient title and interest 
to the Property, and has full authority to enter into and execute the Supplement.  LESSOR further 
covenants during the Term that there are no liens, judgments or impediments of title on the Property, or 
affecting LESSOR's title to the same and that there are no covenants, easements or restrictions that 
prevent or adversely affect the use or occupancy of the Premises by LESSEE as provided in this Agreement 
and in the applicable Supplement(s). 

16. ASSIGNMENT.  This Agreement and each Supplement under it may be sold, assigned or 
transferred by the LESSEE without any approval or consent of the LESSOR to the LESSEE's principal, affiliates, 
subsidiaries of its principal, or to any entity which acquires all or substantially all of LESSEE's assets in the 
market defined by the FCC in which the Property is located by reason of a merger, acquisition or other 
business reorganization.  As to other parties, this Agreement and each Supplement may not be sold, assigned 
or transferred without the written consent of the LESSOR, which consent will not be unreasonably withheld, 
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
